






Special Revenue Funds

•The City will continue to implement the grant funded Problem
Oriented Policing Program totaling $$41,482.

•The HOME low-income Housing Rehabilitation Program has
allocated $486,308 for continued program implementation.

•Design and Construction of the Fireman's Park Bathroom
Continues, with allocated Parks Bond Funds in the amount of

$214,372

•Environmental Contamination research ion the Former Eel River

Sawmills Site is Funded by the EPA Brownfield's Program and
totals $279,074.
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Reserve Funds

•This years budget is balanced by reserves in the amount of
$323,486 for operations, capital and special projects, which leaves
a projected June 30, 2011 year-end combined reserve balance of
$2,014,820.

•General Fund reserves are projected to be reduced in the amount
of $169,956 with an ending balance of $439,174.

•Street Fund Reserves are expected to increase by $1,266 with a
projected year-end balance of $154,608.

•Sewer Fund Reserves are expected to decrease by $52,384, and
total $109,984 at year-end.

•Water Fund Reserves are projected to increase by $24,028 and
total and estimated $304,038 by year end.

•Special Revenue Funds combined will decrease by an estimated
$ 126,441, and total an estimated $1,007,015 at year end.
