Humboldt County Sheriff’'s Deputies are investigating an armed robbery that occurred at a
Loleta market Saturday evening. Shortly before 6 p.m. a man walked into the market and
pointed a handgun at the clerk. The suspect demanded the money from the cash register and

the clerk complied. The suspect exited immediately after taking the money.

Surveillance cameras captured images of the suspect during the robbery. He appears to be an
adult male, either white or Native American. He is approximately 6’1" tall with a medium build.
He was wearing a red sweatshirt, black or dark blue pants, white shoes (possibly with a black
Nike “swoosh” logo). He was also wearing a black baseball hat with a logo, possibly the
Oakland Raiders logo. He was wearing the hat backwards during the robbery. Additionally, he

wore a black bandana covering his face.
